Abstract

Research methods for social science have been classified as two kinds : quantitative
research and qualitative research. The quantitative research emphasizes on the empirical
notion owing to it’s origin of natural science. Regardless of the frequent usage of
guantitative research, some people just don't agree with it. In their opinions, the social
science should be studied in different way from the natural science, so it’s wrong to apply
the paradigm of natural science to social science directly. On account of the factors as
