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Aim to the English learning and application problems from students, and the English
marketing problems from Changhua Huatan jasmine industry, this research
constructs the innovative teaching and learning model for “freshman English™ class
on the theme of “jasmine industry marketing problem driven English report
narrative training”. The contributions of this research are to help students know
more about jasmine industry in Changhua Huatan, improve English learning
performance, and gain Chinese and English narrative abilities, access to problem
based learning. According to the SPSS analysis results of the data from the teaching
and learning assessment of the teacher, the industry, and students themselves,
students made a lot of progress of all of the abilities trained in this research. Many
university social responsibilities performed in this research, including the
Chinese-English translation of the whole Jasmine Huatan official website, 2020
National Industry English Competition, and all of the innovative and interesting
PBL proposals for jasmine industry.
